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How to Get Your Child Ready for Back To School

It's that time of year once again, a time when parents rejoice and kids groan. That's right - it's back to 
school time. But before you breakout the backpacks and the pencils, ask yourself this question - are 
you and your child fully prepared for the year ahead? Here's how to get you and your child ready for 
back-to-school.  
Steps 
Find out about your child's school - Whether your child is returning to the same school or 
starting at a new one, it's always a good idea to get the lowdown on any changes at the school. 
Is there a new principal? Who are your child's teachers? What's going on with the curriculum? What 
tests will be administered to your child? As most school districts start in September, schools tend to be 
open a month before. You can call the school directly and speak with an administrator or visit the 
school for information.  
Get your child into the back-to-school routine - During the summer, staying up late and sleep-
ing in are the norm. But as the start of school draws near, children need to get back into a routine. 
About three weeks before school starts, have your child go to bed 15 minutes earlier at night and get 
up 15 minutes earlier in the morning. When school is two weeks away, have your child go to bed 30 
minutes earlier at night and get up thirty minutes earlier in the morning. When your child is about to 
start school in a week, have him go to bed an hour earlier at night and get up an hour earlier in the 
morning. By developing a bedtime routine, your child will be less resistant to the early morning wake-
up calls to get ready for school. In addition, if you're not already doing this, have your child lay out his 
clothes before he goes to bed. That will teach him to get organized and be prepared in case he (or 
you) are running late in the morning.  
Go over the three R's - Regardless if you're a teacher or not, we all have knowledge to pass on 
to our kids. What were your strengths in school? Reading? Writing? Science? Math? Whatever your 
favorite subject, use what you've learned in school and in life to go over some of the basics with your 
child. In essence, you can "play" school with your child. It should be in a room without distractions (i.e. 
no TV or video games) and geared towards learning (i.e. den, family library or home office). A run 
through of the basics should take no more than 30 minutes to an hour and should be done 2-3 times a 
week. This is an excellent opportunity to see where your child needs help and to pass that information 
on to his teachers.  
Prepare the supplies - Depending on your child's grade level (K0-12), the type of supplies 
needed will vary. Some schools sends a list out a couple of weeks before the school year. If no such 
list is provided, what your child needs for school can be determined by a trip to OfficeMax, Staples or 
Wal-mart. Every August, those stores provide free school supply lists for their customers. They're 
pretty concise and arranged by grade level. You can again contact the school directly to see what 
supplies your child will need.  
Plan to meet and greet - The first day of school has arrived. This is a big day for you and your 
child. This is the time to go with your child on his first day and introduce yourself to the teachers. As 
your child settles into his classroom, you can have a quick sidebar with the teacher to find out who he 
is and what he's planning to teach your child. Be sure to exchange contact information with the 
teacher. The teacher should provide you with a copy of a lesson plan or syllabus that gives you the 
gist of what will be taught in class. Don't be afraid to ask questions of everyone you meet. You and the 
teachers should work together for the benefit of your child.Edit  
Tips 

¶When you visit your child's school, be sure to get a tour of the building. Be aware of the exits and all 

the facilities your child may come into contact with. 

¶As you get your child into the back-to-school routine, always make room for adjustments. With sum-

mer vacation still in session, there may be days where you and your child are attending events or 
hanging out with friends. 

¶Take advantage of summer prep programs. They generally start in July and run until mid-August. 

Some are free or low-cost and keep the students in a "learning is fun" atmosphere. If you can't get into 
a program, nothing beats your neighborhood library. Libraries often run free tutoring sessions and 
have fun academic events for parents and children. 

¶In addition to school supplies, don't forget the gear. But don't spend too much time at the mall before 

the start of school. Your child only needs one or two outfits in preparation for the big day. Your child 

will be looking at the outfits of his peers and will want to get his clothes that first weekend after the 
start of school. Stores are aware of this and will have deep discounts ready for anxious parents 
and their style-conscious kids.

Treasurerôs report ï The June Financial Statement was reviewed and certain elements associated with 

member dues collection were addressed, notably, a homeowner with serious delinquency. Also, a proposal 

to suspend access to the Pool in 2012 if dues are not fully paid by June 1, was discussed.  This Pool access 

deactivation will become a function for Hawthorne Mgmt. as they control the delinquency list at their office 

and simply pass that information to us later.  The Board agreed that this be instituted for 2012. 

Old Business ï We would like to hear from you regarding ñSenior Swimò sessions.  When would you like to 

attend these sessions and what days would be appropriate?  Direct your emails to Liz Callis. 

Architectural Committee ï ARC Committee Volunteers are needed!  Please contact Dwayne Green for 

more information.   Recent violations include stained siding, mold growth, toys in yard, trash cans left at 

the curb, cars being repaired in driveways and unlicensed vehicles parked in driveways.  

Pool Committee ïThe focus of this meeting addressed the major maintenance issues that our 20 year old 

Pool has developed and how Cedarfield 2 will finance these repairs and upgrades.  As you may know, major 

expenditures were made in the last 2 years to replace the pool room pump system, refurbish the wading 

pool and replace broken and damaged furniture.  Liz Callis, Pool Committee Chairperson is soliciting pro-

posals for the repair and upgrading of the Pool during the off season.  These repairs will include new tile 

around the pool edges, drain strips along the pool deck, concrete deck repair, pool ladder repair, lifeguard 

chair maintenance, replacement of the drainage tiles from the pool to the street, lighting and electrical 

maintenance, caulking and other maintenance issues. The anticipated repairs will be documented and pro-

posals will be reviewed by the Board for approval for completion in the 2012 off season.  Major expenses 

such as these will be added to the Cedarfield 2 Pool Reserves Budget for 2012.  Our Pool is and has been 

greatly appreciated by the Swim Team and all the residents who have enjoyed its use over the past years.  It 

is now time to return the Pool to a like-new condition. 

Landscape Committee ï Replacement of the Split Rail Fences at the McCoy entrance and resurfacing of the 

parking lot.  Both subjects are on temporary hold status until more information is obtained.  Additional es-

timates are being requested via Hawthorne suppliers. Volunteers are needed to develop our landscape plans 

for the future.  Contact Dwayne for details. 

Social Committee ï Volunteers are needed to plan upcoming events.   A sizeable Budget is available for 

food, entertainment and incidental expenses.  Plans for Summer/Fall include Movie Nights, Pool Parties, 

and more, but these wonôt happen without your help.  Please volunteer to make this a great season of enter-

tainment and fun for our C2 homeowners.  Your ideas and effort can make this happen.  Please see the C2 

website for more information.

Also proposed is the requirement that all C1 visitor members be required to contribute an amount of $15.00 

each per member and visitor for all Pool party functions serving food and beverages.  That sum will offset 

the actual cost of catering not funded by the dues paid by Cedarfield 2 residents.
