Introductions 

Minutes:  The minutes from the December 14th, 2009 Board Meeting were approved. 

Quorum:  No quorum was established ï 45 votes are needed to establish a quorum, 10 residents were present and 6 proxies 

were received. 

Review of Last Yearôs Town Hall Minutes:  Susan Renckens reviewed the Annual Town Hall Meeting Minutes from last 

yearôs meeting. 

Financial Review: Expenses were $7685.16 under budget for the year. Current delinquent HOA assessments are $2645.00 ï 

which equates to an approximate 2% delinquency rate. 

Review of 2009 Accomplishments: Curtis Hopkins highlighted some of the major accomplishments ï new pool furniture, 

roof, installed new exit button at the pool gate, painting, regrouting & lighting upgrades in bathrooms.  Negotiated a reduced 

landscape contract fee and hired Superior Landscaping, removed several diseased oak trees at pool entrance, incorporated 

Cedarfield Park into the Cedarfield Sun newsletter, installed new sign boards at the Twin Trail and Bradford Hill entrances, 

supported the Cedarfield Sharks swim team, upgraded the CI website, restriped parking lot, requested the Town of Hunters-

ville to stripe and install bike lanes on Stratton Farm at n cost to homeowners. Utilized the security cameras to track down 

graffiti artists - they were caught and repaired all damage to the HOA property. 

Goals for 2010: Pool Items ï Repair interior pool and deck cracks, paint exterior & install drains to comply with Virginia 

Graeme Baker Act.  Upgrade irrigation systems, establish a long range plan for the aging Leyland cypress trees, red tips, 

flowers, oak trees & landscape lighting. Continue to upgrade website and crime watch program. Explore the possibility of the 

Cedarfield Sun going paperless. 

Election of One Board Member:  No nominations were received for the available position of Treasurer. Laura Russell will 

consider staying on if no one steps up to fill the position by the next board meeting. 

Resident Concerns:  A resident brought to the boardsô attention the issue of speeding on the crest of the hill at the intersec-

tion of Twin Trail and Cool Mist. Barrie Cameron from Hawthorne is checking to see if Twin Trail is a town or state road. 

Solutions to curb the speeding were explored and will be revisited once the ownership is determined.

Add 1 teaspoon 
cream cheese mixture to the center, and top 
with more cake batter.  

4. Bake according to package directions for cup-
cakes. Cool and frost with chocolate or cream 
cheese frosting.

The Town of Huntersville Board of Commissioners is accepting applications for seats on the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  
 
The Board of Adjustment is a committee of citizens appointed by the Town Board. It consists of 7 permanent members 
and 3 alternate members comprised of citizens residing in the Huntersville town limits and it's extraterritorial jurisdiction 
(ETJ). This board handles problems that arise from the enforcement of the Huntersville Zoning Ordinance on individual 
properties. They hear variance requests for relief from the requirements of the Zoning Ordinance and appeal requests 
from determinations or decisions made by Planning Staff. Requests are heard by the Board of Adjustments in a quasi-
judicial or court style manner, in which sworn testimony is presented to the board and decisions are based on the facts 
presented.
