The Board Meeting was called to order at 7:10 PM and the previous Minutes were approved. 
 

Treasurer’s report – The 2009 January figures were reviewed and an update through March 11 was presented by Barrie. It was noted that 
as of that date, 65% of the annual dues have been collected.  Overall, the current state of C-II financials was excellent.  Past dues and 
fines were minimal and only two homeowners are more than 60 days past due.  Upcoming expenses in the budget include the Pool Con-
tract and Landscaping. Taxes have been paid on interest income and quarterly billing for the recently negotiated Insurance premium.  A 
fair distribution of advertising revenue among CI, CII and Cedarfield Plantation was confirmed. 
 

Old Business - Street Lighting  issues are being reopened with new discussions with Energy United.  NOTE: It is the policy of Energy 
United to keep all electrical boxes clear of trees, shrubs and plantings.  At some point during 2009, Energy United plans to clear the area 
around electrical boxes of all homes in Cedarfield II as a part of a normal maintenance program. This action is not in any way related to 
the proposed future streetlight installations and will be done whether or not the streetlights are put in. The Board is working to coordi-
nate the streetlight installation with the Energy United maintenance program. 

 

Playground Equipment   A quotation for the repair of structural and cosmetic components has been received and approved.  A 
contract will be let to accomplish those repairs. 

 

Building and Grounds   The broken utility pole will be replaced.  Barrie will ask CI for insight into how they communicated 
with Energy United.  The surveillance system cabinet construction and installation will take place this month along with repairs to the 
Guard room walls. 
 

Architectural Committee – Infraction letters are being sent for several violations including commercial vehicles parked in driveways. 
 

Pool Committee – A contract for Drain Covers has been let to conform to new legal requirements for safety devices based on the com-
pleted engineering evaluation.   The pool will be drained to perform those major improvements.  Repairs are to be made to the drywall in 
the Guard room along with the construction of the surveillance system cabinet.  Carolina Wiring will be contacted to discuss their service 
contract regarding outages and replacement of inoperative components, camera placement, etc..  A formal process for letting contracts for 
the Pool will be discussed this month with the Pool Committee members. 
 

Social Committee – The annual Easter Egg Hunt is planned for March 28th.  Volunteers are requested to contact Laura Russell at 704-
947-8621. 

The Spring Community Yard Sale is being planned and a date will be published soon. 
 

Landscape Committee – Additional bids have been received for this work.  Our current landscape contractor has indicated that he would 
like to retain the contract.  Bids are now under review. 
 

Building Committee – One contractor has formally quoted a detailed cost for the Community Room construction.  An  additional gen-
eral contractor verbally quoted his bid and will be asked to submit a formal quotation prior to the meeting next month.  Bob Pearson and 
Ray Kudlak will meet with this contractor.  The current formal bid contains allowances for fixtures, materials and labor that would re-
duce the construction costs.  Further discussion will take place at the April meeting regarding overall costs, contracting, etc.
